Greetings from the Highland School District! It is hard to be-
lieve that we have entered the holiday season, with snow on the
ground. During the month of October, we held 2 nights of goal
setting. The purpose was to identify areas of prioritized short- and
long-term goals for consideration by the Board of Directors. After
much discussion by the participants identifying 12 goals, the top 3
prioritized goals were 1) Consistent and coordinated communica-
tion district wide, with the use of alike platforms to better connect
with families and patrons, 2) Investigate our offerings of vertically
aligned STEAM courses and enrichment opportunities preK-12"
grade, and 3) Support positive transition to revised buildings in
order to create positive environments for both TIS and HIH. A big
thank you to all who participated in the process.

Our October intersession was well attended by students and
staff alike. Given our approach in trying a new avenue to provide
additional learning opportunities for our students, we are pleased
with the continued positive feedback we have received from stu-
dents, parents, and staff. We are in the process of planning our
next intersession, February 13-17.

In February, the Highland School District will be running a
Replacement Educational Programs and Operations (EP&O) Levy.
This levy is separate from the Capital Projects levy that was sup-
ported by the community last year. The current EP&O levy is ex-
piting, and the replacement levy supports funding for educational
and co/extracurricular programs that the state does not fund, as well
as day-to-day operations of the district that are also not funded by
the state. Please watch for a brochure that will be mailed to High-
land patrons with information pertaining to the levy.

Our goal is to provide updated information and to communicate
with the Highland community the educational process of our dis-
trict. We greatly appreciate any suggestions that will help us con-
tinue to provide a safe and positive learning environment for our
students.

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Highland students out score the valley

Highland High School class of 2024 placed first in the Ya-
kima Valley on the ELA Smarter Balanced Test. The class of
2023 placed second in the valley in the Science test. Math
scores almost doubled since the previous test given in
2019.

HHS students passed the ELA test with a rate of 76.5%.
The average for the state was 50.7%. According to junior
Alondra Bahena, teachers prepared the sophomores for
months leading up to the test. Miguel Farias said, “When |
looked at the test, it reminded me of all the things we did in
class frequently.” Mrs. Williams, a sophomore English teach-
er, attributed the success to the students’ dedication and
commitment to doing their best work. A celebration assem-
bly will be held on October 12"

For reference, West Valley had a passing rate of 68.8%,
Ike 50%, and Selah 41.2% for ELA according to OSPI. High-
land’s students’ percentage passing the Science test was
42.7%, following only Naches and West Valley’s 43.9%.

The math scores increased from 16.7% passing in 2019
to 37.7% in 2022.

The Smarter Balanced Test (SBA) is a national test that
Washington State uses as one of the graduation pathways.
